LOCK: Ensure you keep exterior doors locked.

STOP: Before you answer the door, stop and think whether you 
are expecting anyone.

CHAIN: Put the door bar or chain on - look through the spyhole 
or the window to see who it is.  Always keep the bar or chain on 
while you are talking to the person on the doorstep.

CHECK: Ask for and carefully check their ID card, even if they 
have a pre-arranged appointment (all genuine callers will carry 
one). If you are not expecting them and they do not carry an ID, 
do not let them in.

Remember, if in doubt: Keep them out!
